Please read this template in order to prepare your manuscript for the PHOTONICA 09 meeting. Be sure to underline the corresponding author.

2. General remarks

All the manuscripts for the PHOTONICA meeting have to be submitted before August 10th, 2009. Manuscripts must be written in English and must contain sufficient details to provide the reviewers with a clear impression of the scope and content. Only electronic submissions will be accepted. A confirmation about the manuscript acceptance will be send to the corresponding author by e-mail. 

2.1. File preparation - Subsection (Times New Roman 12)
You can prepare your manuscript in Word by using this template (link: http://photonica09.phy.bg.ac.rs/UserFiles/File/photonica09manuscript.doc). A filename for your manuscript should be with the .doc signature (example: filename.doc) and should be zip-archived before upload.

The size of the manuscript is limited to six (6) A4 pages for regular contributors and eight (8) A4 pages for invited speakers. Six pages contain approximately 15000 characters with spaces and three (3) medium-sized figures.

3. Abstract, text body, tables, figures, captions and references
Body text should be justified and typed in Times New Roman 11 font. Tables should be readable in B5 format (slightly less, then ordinary A4). Figures and photos should be included in the text, like Fig 1. Placing figures in a separate file is encouraged. References should be listed just below the body text [1]. Web URLs (Internet references) are also accepted [2]. In the text, references should be cited consecutively.
